On May 2, 2013, the MK Nature Center will unveil a mural created by local artist, 
Marcus Pierce. Although Marcus’ work shelter has kept the viewing windows and the 
art work covered for several months now, the wait will be worth it. The finished project 
more than meets our original objective to enhance the educational and aesthetic features 
of the Nature Center with a beautiful piece of art.  The mural, which adorns (and hides) 
the concrete superstructure at the largest and most popular fish viewing windows, 
compliments the view of the underwater world and the surrounding environment.  In 
addition to enhancing our teaching capabilities and the experience of our visitors, the 
mural will also serve as public art. And because the mural is located on the outside 
Streamwalk, it will be available for public viewing every day of the year.  The artwork 
broadens the scope of the Idaho environment that can be 
seen and enjoyed at the MK Nature Center and creates a 
more complete picture of Idaho’s natural resources and 
ecological systems. 

Notably, this project was made possible through the 
generous donations of several individuals, along with a 
grant secured by the Nature Center from the Idaho Fish 
and Wildlife Foundation.

The event on May 2nd will begin at 5:00pm with a 
social hour, followed by recognition of the donors and 
artist, and finally the unveiling at 6:00 pm. Guests will 
be invited to linger, mingle, and enjoy the entire Nature 
Center. The event is free and open to the public.

The Strength of Steele

Julie and Boyd Steele moved to Idaho from Salt Lake City in 1984 to create a 
different lifestyle for themselves and their children.  Julie was an RN who, at the 
time, was serving as a hospice director.  The changing health care environment and 
the stressful nature of her job convinced Julie that she needed a better way. 
One of Julie’s favorite things to do after work was to sit in her garden, relax, and 
watch the birds. Julie learned about birds from her mother who always enjoyed 
watching and feeding them.  Wanting to do something that she really enjoyed and had 
knowledge of, Julie decided to open a birding store. A franchise opportunity seemed 
like the best fit. She went with Wild Birds Unlimited because they demonstrated the 
standard of ethics Julie looked for in a business and because they were familiar with 
and supportive of western birds and their environment.

Julie and Boyd opened their Wild Birds Unlimited store in September of 2006.  
Through the Bird by Bird Program, they immediately became great partners 
with several local organizations including the Golden Eagle Audubon Society, 
Watchable Wildlife, U.S. Fish and Wildlife, Bureau of Land Management, and Idaho 
Department of Fish and Game. They also lend their support to groups focused on 
nature and birds such as MK Nature Center, Deer Flat National Wildlife Refuge and 
Pathways to Nature.  Julie also does presentations for garden clubs to encourage them 
to use native plants in their landscapes.

Julie and Boyd have been Nature Center supporters and friends since 2006. They 
have sponsored events and singlehandedly made our annual Bird Seed Sale possible. 
In addition, they make feeding the birds at MKNC 
possible by providing seed to us at an affordable price.

In the six years that their Wild Birds Unlimited store has 
been open, Julie and Boyd have given donations of cash 
and products valued at $30,000 back to our community. 
Now that is what I call strong community partners!
